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CVS South Gloucestershire Membership

Criteria for Full Membership

· Your organisation must have a body of self-governing people who have joined together voluntarily to take action for the benefit of the community, have a bank account in the name of the authorised officers and possess financial records.

· Your organisation must be based in, or practise in, the area of South Gloucestershire and be in sympathy with the objectives of CVS South Gloucestershire including our Equal Opportunities Policy.

· Your organisation does not have to be a registered Charity.  If it is not then the aims, objectives and methods of working of your organisation must be written down and be a publicly available document.

· Your organisation must be open to all members of the community with interests relevant to your publicly stated aims. 

· You must have an Equal Opportunities Policy in existence, or have a commitment to improve practice.

Associate Membership

Associate membership is available for those who work with support or promote the work of the voluntary sector in South Gloucestershire.  Typically these will include Individuals, Volunteers, Local Groups who do not meet the above constitutional criteria, Private organisations and Statutory organisations.

Associate members do not have voting rights and are not eligible to become a trustee or nominate others to the CVS South Gloucestershire Board of Trustees.

Membership is currently free. 

The fee structure will be reviewed annually and CVS South Gloucestershire reserves the right to charge for membership in future years. 

Membership runs from April 1 – March 31.  We will automatically contact you in March each year to renew and update your membership

Our aim is to have a broad membership that represents the full range and diversity of the voluntary sector. In order to achieve this within the constraints of our funding and our governing document, each application will be carefully considered by our Board of Trustees. However we do need to maintain our own integrity and accountability as a membership organisation and the decision of the Trustees will be final.
